ice a program for the mass marking of hatchery-produced 24
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fish in the Great Lakes basin, to be known as the ‘‘Great 1

Lakes Mass Marking Program’’. 2

(b) AUTHORIZED ACTIONS.—In carrying out the Pro-3

gram, the Director may— 4

(1) purchase capital and expendable equipment, 5

fish tags, and other items necessary to support and 6

carry out tagging and tag recovery operations, in-7

cluding data processing and data dissemination re-8

lating to those operations; and 9

(2) hire additional personnel, as necessary. 10

(c) REQUIRED COLLABORATION.—In carrying out 11

the Program, the Director shall collaborate with applicable 12

Federal, State, and Tribal fish management agencies, the 13

Council of Lake Committees of the Great Lakes Fishery 14

Commission, and signatories to the Joint Strategic Plan 15

for Management of Great Lakes Fisheries.

(3) to assist in balancing predators and prey; 3

(4) to support and improve the economic status 4

of Tribal, recreational, and commercial fisheries; and 5

(5) to assist in evaluating the effectiveness of 6

habitat restoration efforts in the Great Lakes. 7

SEC. 5. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 8

There is authorized to be appropriated to carry out 9

the Program $5,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2026 10

through 2030.
